Location 
Fairford is a delightful Cotswold market town set on 
the banks of the River Coln amidst idyllic Cotswold 
countryside. The town enjoys an active community 
and offers an excellent range of day-to-day amenities. 
Education is provided at both primary and secondary 
levels, each boasting good Ofsted reports.  
 
There is a good selection of convenience shops, post 
office, public houses, modern medical centre, dentist, 
sports hall and playing fields. The nearby centres of 
Cirencester c.8 miles and Swindon c. 14 miles 
(railway station to London Paddington c.59 minutes) 
offer a greater range of facilities. 
  

The Property 
The White House lies on the southerly edge of the town.  
This non-estate house has been traditionally constructed of 
painted rendered elevations set beneath a pitched and part 
flat roof.  Extending to gross internal floor area of 1,679 sq 
ft (156 sqm) to include the conservatory, the 
accommodation provides entrance hall with cloakroom off, 
well-proportioned sitting room with open plan stairs rising to 
first floor, opening into the extensive conservatory.  

The kitchen provides a good selection of base and wall 
mounted units with built-in appliances, ample space for 
breakfast dining, and separate dining room.  

Gas fired boiler powers the domestic hot water and heating 
systems, Upvc replacement windows.  

 

 

  

 
To the first floor, the landing serves three bedrooms, two 
with built-in wardrobes and bathroom. 
 
A particular attraction to this property is the outside space.  
With all the gardens to the rear enjoying a predominantly 
southerly aspect, the established gardens lie within two 
sections divided by a gated secondary drive.  Parking is 
afforded to the side of the house adjacent to the detached 
garage. There is a further single garages, workshop and 
garden store. 
 
The White House offers considerable scope for extension, 
subject to the usual consents.  It is offered for sale with no 
onward chain.  An internal inspection is highly 
recommended.
