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Tobermory is an impressive and substantial five-bedroom detached residence, extending to
approximately 3,148 sq ft including the integral garage, occupying a desirable position within the
sought-after village of Cerney Wick.

This beautifully proportioned home offers extensive and versatile accommodation arranged over
three floors, perfectly suited to modern family living. The ground floor provides an exceptional
balance of reception space, comprising an impressive 31 ft sitting room, a separate dining room
with doors opening onto the rear garden and delightful inner courtyard space, and a superb open-
plan kitchen/breakfast/dining room extending over 31 ft, creating an outstanding hub for both
family life and entertaining.

The kitchen is particularly well-appointed, fitted with an attractive range of wall and base
mounted units complemented by elegant black granite worktops. A central island provides both
a practical workspace and sociable focal point, whilst double height ovens further enhance the
functionality of this impressive space, perfectly designed for modern living and hosting.

Positioned just off the kitchen, a useful utility area, cloakroom and integral single garage further
enhance the practicality and convenience of this exceptional family home.

The rear garden is of particular note, having been lovingly maintained and enjoyed over many
years. Predominantly laid to lawn, it is beautifully complemented by mature borders, creating a
private and established outdoor space ideal for family enjoyment, gardening enthusiasts or al
fresco entertaining.

To the first floor, the generous principal bedroom suite is a standout feature, offering excellent
proportions alongside a substantial walk-in wardrobe/dressing area and en suite facilities,
providing a luxurious private retreat. Additional spacious bedrooms are arranged across the
upper floors, offering flexibility for growing families, guests or home working. The second floor
provides a further double bedroom together with a sauna, adding further versatility.

To the front, the property is approached via gated access leading to ample off-road parking. A
beautiful wisteria creates an attractive and welcoming first impression, whilst to the right-hand
side sits the attached integral single garage.

Tobermory represents a rare opportunity to acquire a spacious and well-loved village home,
offering generous living accommodation, mature gardens and a superb principal suite, all within
an attractive Cotswold village setting.
