The impressive accommodation begins with an entrance hall accessed from the side of the house, leading to a bright and welcoming living room, a contemporary kitchen/diner,
and a beautifully refitted shower room. Upstairs, the first floor offers two well-proportioned double bedrooms alongside a modern family bathroom.
Externally, the property boasts a generously sized rear garden backing onto open countryside, while the frontage provides extensive off-road parking via a block-paved driveway.
Notable improvements made by the current owners include replacement double glazing throughout and an upgraded central heating system, ensuring both comfort and
efficiency.
